Disiplinlerarast akademik iiretimi merkeze alan
dergimiz, bu sayisinda da tarih, felsefe, kelam, tasavvuf, egitim, siyaset bilimi,
medya calismalart ve arkeoloji gibi farkli alanlardan 6zgiin ve derinlikli
calismalart  bir araya getirerek diisiinsel ufkumuzu genisletmeyi
amaglamaktadir. Gegmisin birikimini giincel sorunlarla bulusturan bu
saywnin, hem akademik literatiire hem de entelektiiel tartismalara 6nemli
katkilar sunacagina inantyoruz.

Sayinn ilk makalesinde Rukiye Kale Kaya ve Dr. Saban Banaz, XVII. ytizyil
Osmanli dlimlerinden Ishdk b. Hasan et-Tokddi'nin *Nazmu'l-Ledlt* adh
eserini Keldm ve Isldm Mezhepleri Tarihi perspektifinden ele almaktadir.
Matiiridi kelami ve Hanef gelenegin Osmanl diisiince diinyasindaki temsilini
ortaya koyan bu calisma, mezhebi aidiyet, polemik dili ve erken dénem
mezhepler tarihi yaziminin karakteri tizerine énemli tespitler sunmaktadur.

Dr. Niliifer Karadag ve Dr. Nebile Erogul tarafindan kaleme alinan ¢alisma,
Tiirkiye Yiizyih Maarif Modeli'ni Gasset ve Mengiisoglu’nun insan ve egitim
anlayislar: cercevesinde degerlendirmektedir. Yetkin ve erdemli insan
yetistirme idealini merkeze alan bu analiz, ¢agdas egitim politikalarinin
felsefi temellerini tartismaya agmast bakimindan dikkat ¢ekicidir.

Dr. Oguz Cetin, Yiinus Emre’nin siiri tizerinden namaz ibadetini “mdnevi
zandat” olarak kavramsallastirmakta; fikhi bir yiikiimliiliigiin bireysel ve
toplumsal hayati insa eden biitiinciil bir ahlak ve varolus projesine nasil
doniistiigtinii ortaya koymaktadir. Tasavvuf, felsefe ve Anadolu irfanmm
bulusturan bu c¢alsma, klasik metinlerin giiniimiiz insamina sundugu
imkanlari yeniden diisiinmeye davet etmektedir.

Erken Abbdst dénemini konu alan calismasinda Mevliit Ozer ve Dog. Dr.
Mustafa Tanrwverdi, zindiklik olgusunu besleyen sosyopolitik gelismeleri
tarihsel bir biitiinliik icinde ele almaktadir. Calisma, erken Islam tarihinde
siyaset, kiiltiir ve inang iliskilerinin karmagik yapisimi anlamaya katki sunan
onemli bir analiz niteligi tasimaktadur.

Dr. Seyhan Kardesin Mesnevi merkezli makalesi ise Mevland'min
diistincesinde “séz” ve “sessizlik” arasindaki dengeyi manevi egitim
baglaminda ele almaktadir. Modern ¢agin iletisim yogunlugu icinde kaybolan
insan icin Mesnevi'nin sundugu 6lgiiler, bu ¢alisma aracihigiyla yeniden

anlam kazanmaktadir.

Modern siyasal diisiinceye odaklanan Nazirhan Sener ve Prof. Dr. thsan Toker,

Islamciigin -~ kavramsal ve tarihsel ~kdkenlerini  Osmanlimin  son
donemlerinden Cumhuriyet’in kurulusuna kadar uzanan bir cercevede
incelemektedir. Calisma, modern Islamciligin ¢ok y6nlii ve dinamik yapisim

gortiniir kilmasi bakimindan literatiire 6nemli bir katki sunmaktadir.

Arkeoloji alamindaki ¢alismasinda Dr. Ash Kahraman Cmar, Orta
Anadolu’nun gézden kagmis dnemli yerlesimlerinden biri olan Mercimektepe
Hdyiikii ele almakta; Erken Tung Cagi ve Hitit donemine isik tutan bulgularla
bélge tarihine dair dnemli veriler sunmaktadr.

Giincel uluslararast siyaseti ve medyayr merkeze alan Kiibra Erbayrak¢i'nin
calismasy, Israil-fran arasinda yasanan ve “12 Giin Savast” olarak amilan
¢atismanin TASS ve IRNA devlet haber ajanslarindaki yansimalarin elestirel
sgylem analizi yontemiyle incelemektedir. Calisma, medyanin ideoloji ve
politika ile iliskisini somut bir drnek iizerinden tartismaya agmaktadir.

Sayinin son makalesinde Dog. Dr. Mehmet Yusuf Hakli, Fahreddin er-Rdzi'nin
tefsiri baglaminda Hz. Meryem'i ele almakta; dirdyet ve rivdyet yontemleri
arasindaki iliskiyi, tefsir gelenegi icindeki ozgiin yaklasimlarla birlikte
degerlendirmektedir. Bu yéniiyle calisma, tefsir literatiiriindeki énemli bir
boslugu doldurmay1 hedeflemektedir.

Aralik 2025 saymmizda yer alan bu calismalar, Dorlion Journaln farkh
disiplinleri bulusturan, elestirel ve nitelikli akademik tiretimi destekleyen
yaymn ¢izgisini stirdiirdiigiinii bir kez daha gostermektedir. Her bir
makalenin, okuyucularimizin arastirmalarina katki sunacagina ve yeni
tartismalara kapt aralayacagina inantyoruz.

We are pleased to meet you once again with the December 2025 issue of Dorlion
Journal. Continuing our commitment to interdisciplinary academic inquiry,
this issue brings together original and in-depth studies from a wide range of
fields, including history, philosophy, kalam, Sufism, education, political science,
media studies, and archaeology, with the aim of broadening our intellectual
horizons. By bringing the intellectual legacy of the past into dialogue with
contemporary issues, we believe that this issue will make significant
contributions to both the academic literature and ongoing intellectual debates.

In the opening article of the issue, Rukiye Kale Kaya and Dr. $aban Banaz
examine Nazmu’'l-Le’ali, a work by the seventeenth-century Ottoman scholar
Ishdk b. Hasan al-Tokadi, from the perspectives of Kalam and the History of
Islamic Sects. By highlighting the representation of Maturidi theology and the
Hanafi tradition within Ottoman intellectual life, this study offers important
insights into sectarian dffiliation, polemical discourse, and the characteristic
features of early sectarian historiography.

The study authored by Dr. Niliifer Karadag and Dr. Nebile Erogul evaluates the
Turkey Century Education Model within the framework of the philosophical
views on humanity and education developed by Gasset and Mengiisoglu.
Centered on the ideal of cultivating competent and virtuous individuals, this
analysis is noteworthy for its critical engagement with the philosophical
foundations of contemporary educational policies.

Dr. Oguz Cetin conceptudlizes the ritual prayer (salah) as a “spiritual craft”
through an analysis of Yiinus Emre’s poetry, demonstrating how a juridical
obligation is transformed into a holistic ethical and existential project that
shapes both individual and social life. By bringing together Sufism, philosophy,
and Anatolian wisdom, this study invites readers to reconsider the possibilities
that classical texts offer to the modern human condition.

Focusing on the Early ‘Abbasid period, Mevliit Ozer and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mustafa
Tanrwverdi address the sociopolitical developments that fostered the
phenomenon of zindigism within a comprehensive historical framework. Their
analysis constitutes a significant contribution to understanding the complex
interplay between politics, culture, and belief in early Islamic history.

In his Mesnevi-centered article, Dr. Seyhan Kardes explores the balance
between “speech” and “silence” in Mevland’s thought within the context of
spiritual education. At a time when modern individuals are overwhelmed by
excessive communication, the principles offered by the Mesnevi regain

relevance and meaning through this thoughtful study.

Addressing modern political thought, Nazirhan Sener and Prof. Dr. thsan Toker
examine the conceptual and historical roots of Islamism from the late Ottoman
period to the establishment of the Republic. By illuminating the multidimensi-

sional and dynamic character of modern Islamism, this study makes a

valuable contribution to the existing literature.

In the field of archaeology, Dr. Asli Kahraman Cinar focuses on Mercimektepe
Hdyiik, one of the overlooked yet significant settlements of Central Anatolia,
presenting important data on regional history through findings that shed
light on the Early Bronze Age and the Hittite period.

Centering on contemporary international politics and media, Kiibra
Erbayrakgi analyzes the coverage of the conflict between Israel and Iran—
commonly referred to as the “12-Day War”—in the state news agencies TASS
and IRNA, employing critical discourse analysis. This study opens a concrete
discussion on the relationship between media, ideology, and political power.

In the final article of the issue, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mehmet Yusuf Hakli examines
the figure of the Virgin Mary (Maryam) within the context of Fakhr al-Din al-
Razi’s Quranic exegesis, evaluating the relationship between rational
(dirayah) and transmitted (riwayah) methods alongside distinctive
approaches within the exegetical tradition. In doing so, the study aims to
address a significant gap in the tafsir literature.

The contributions featured in our December 2025 issue once again
demonstrate Dorlion Journal’s commitment to fostering critical, high-quality
academic scholarship that brings diverse disciplines into dialogue. We believe
that each article will contribute meaningfully to our readers’ research and
inspire further scholarly discussion.

On this occasion, we extend our sincere gratitude to all contributing authors,
section editors, reviewers, and members of our advisory, scientific, and
editorial boards. We also invite our valued readers to continue thinking,
questioning, and actively participating in academic debate.
